New Bible Story each week:

· Start by telling a new story (e.g., one from the Lesson, if appropriate)
· Find a story book with good pictures to tell or read to your child
· Go through the story with the Bible open on your lap. Make it come alive by relating it to what the children already know.
· Tell the story and read it aloud together.
· Using a flannel board with story characters is sometimes a good idea, keeping children’s attention through the telling and seeing of the story.
· Talk about whether it is in the OT or the NT
· Add the story to the chart of stories that they already know. Keep adding to that each time you are together
· Next time refer to this story, tell it again, or let them tell it back to you. (Let them use the flannel board to tell it.)
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Let the parents know what story you have worked on, if you are a Sunday School teacher, so they can re-enforce the story at home
· Think about teaching character qualities and traits with Bible stories.
